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A MESSAGE FROM PASTOR ADAM 

A s I sit down to write this, weôre in a stretch of bitterly cold days with high temperatures in the 

teens and low 20ôs.  Iôm not a big fan of cold temps.  I 

usually prefer the July heat to the frigid, blowing cold.  

However, our reception from the people here at Spring 

Creek has been anything but cold.  The outpouring of 

support has been an incredible welcome.  From the 

numerous cards, letters, texts and messages, to the 

work of the transition team, staff and others, our family 

has felt your love during our transition.  We have 

especially appreciated all of your prayers. 
 

Our family is anxious to start and get more acquainted 

with the congregation.  Weôre looking forward to 

learning names and matching them to faces, and 

learning what makes each of you and the 

congregation as a whole tick.  Weôve already been 

blessed by finding a group of people committed to 

learning about and following the Jesus found in 

Scripture.  Iôm excited to find a congregation trying 

earnestly to meet the spiritual and physical needs of 

the community and to teach and model a love of 

Jesus.  To these ends we want to partner with you and 

encourage that to continue to grow. 
 

As I join you in the month of February weôll quickly 

come up to the season of Lent.  Lent always has 

special meaning for the church as we think about 

Godôs love for humanity expressed most fully in Jesus 

and his triumph over sin, death and the grave.  This 

year two key dates of Lent coincide with secular dates 

in a peculiar way.  Ash Wednesday happens to fall on 

February 14.  Valentineôs Day (although initially a 

festival day honoring St. Valentine) is often a day to 

celebrate romantic love in our culture.  This year, 

perhaps especially, it is an opportunity to consider a 

deeper kind of love.  Jesus said, ñGreater love has no 

one than this: to lay down oneôs life for oneôs 

friendsò (John 15:13 NIV).  This seems like a great 

way to begin a season that helps us grasp a little bit 

more of the great love God has for his people. 

The other day in Lent that coincides with a secular 

ñholidayò is April 1.  Resurrection Sunday falls on 

April Foolôs Day.  Thereôs no better April Foolôs 

stunt than the Resurrection.  Think about it.  Three 

days in the making.  Everyone assuming the end of 

Jesus has come and gone.  And just when you 

think another ñMessiahò has failedé Resurrection!  

Iôll have more to say about this in April. 
 

During our journey through Lent weôll be taking a 

look at Signposts from the Old Testament.  The 

narrative of scripture is constantly foreshadowing 

the coming of Jesus.  We can see glimpses of 

Godôs plan for the salvation of his people as well as 

the restoration of Godôs original plans for all 

creation throughout the Old Testament.  From the 

rainbow given as a promise to never again destroy 

Godôs creation (Gen. 9:8-17) and Abraham offering 

his son as a sacrifice (Gen. 22:1-19) to the 

Passover (Exod. 12:1-30), Israelites being healed in 

the wilderness (Num. 21:4-9) and Isaiahôs suffering 

servant (Isa. 52:13-53), the Old Testament has 

signposts pointing us to Jesus. 
 

Iôm excited to begin this journey at Spring Creek 

and our journey through Lent as the Old Testament 

guides us towards Jesus.  As we go on this journey 

together may we be drawn to the deepest kind of 

love: a God who will go to extreme lengths to show 

his love.  And may we open our eyes to the 

signposts pointing us to a the Messiah, Savior and 

King; Jesus.
